	Your letter of research was translated by the Society's secretary Ms. Daveux.  I have finished checking the Bayeux records and found the marriage of Thomas Pilon and Madeleine Hugues, a marriage that was celebrated in Bayeux.  It happened in the original parish of Madeleine Hugues and was easily found.





	I then searched the Department Archives for their Contract of Marriage that was done by the Notary of Bayeux.





	In it I found (film 8E-5180 of the Bayeux Notary); 





			"July 21, 1662, in the presence of Thomas Pillon (who's signature is marked with a cross),  son of Jean Pillon, and heir of Marie LeBret of the parish of Arromanches ----- 	where he rents land -----" etc.





	I have checked the microfilm of the parish register of Arromanches and have found no trace of "Pilon".





	For your reference, the notary registers of Bayeux before 1662, were destroyed by a fire at that time, and so there are no marriages recorded before that date.  The are some Pilon births recorded;
